watercolor paper  3 full sheets to be cut into 12 quarter-sheets (approx. 11”x15” each).  I prefer Arches 140# cold press.  Bring more if you are ambitious.
(
watercolor paints (your brand preferences)and acrylic paints if you use them 
(
acrylic matte medium   
(
white  gesso (pourable liquid, not thick in a jar)
(
a variety of brushes  Include one wide, at least 2”, wash brush and one wide, at 
least 1”, wide old or cheap brush (gesso & acrylics are hard on good brushes).
(
sketchbook 
(
a few sheets of tracing paper
(
a few old watercolor paintings to recycle

(
scissors, an old magazine, old newspaper 

(
white chalkboard chalk and black marking pen
(
glue stick

(
spray bottle for water, large water container

(
6 wide-mouth containers with lids (like cottage cheese containers)
(
kleenex, napkins or paper towels

(
some applicators and textures (be creative here):  sponge,  plastic wrap, 
scrapers (old credit cards, etc.), bubble wrap, lace…you get the idea

photos or other reference materials if you want to work with imagery
